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It is probably safe to say that all Christians know God can heal.

Some Christians may even know God will heal.

Only a few Christians seem to know HOW God heals.
This scriptural vacuum contributes to the murky waters of theological uncertainty, frustration, rationalization, disappointment and disillusionment that often accompany a major medical battle. Well-meaning people offer their perspectives, anecdotal evidences or “home-spun” ideologies in an effort to comfort the infirm and ward off “unrealistic expectations” and false hopes of a full recovery.

The unfortunate result is that many precious, godly people suffer and die prematurely because they did not experience the power of their healing Savior (I Corinthians 11:30). For those of the “Full Gospel” ranks, this is especially tragic. Our doctrine declares that based on Isaiah 53, Psalms 103, and 1 Peter 2:24, Jesus provided the DOUBLE CURE. This means that according to these texts and many other supporting Scriptures, Jesus’ death, burial, resurrection and ascension provided the remedy for our sins and our sicknesses.

 Isaiah 53:1-5 gives incontrovertible prophecy that Jesus would suffer for our sicknesses and die for our sins. This was spoken 700 years before it was accomplished in Christ’s closing hours. God linked the suffering for sickness and dying for sin together in the atoning work of Christ

One may even use Matthew 8:17 as a “stand-alone” Scripture to prove the healing side of the Atonement. It states “Himself (Jesus) took our infirmities and bare our sicknesses”.  Matthew references this Isaiah text and gives us a New Testament commentary on the subject of Christ’s healing provision as an accompaniment to His remitting our sins. HEALING IS NOT A PROMISE. IT IS A PROVISION BY CHRIST! Therefore, healing is as certain as salvation in our total redemption purchased by Him.
Mainstream Religion has gone to great measures to separate these two covenant provisions. Many churches regularly follow the Ordinance of The Lord’s Supper as Christ directed. They dutifully present the elements representing His blood and His body. Most even quote Jesus when He told His disciples that the cup and the bread represented redemption from sin and sickness. 

However, in practice, many churches do not embrace these words of Christ. They either disregard or dispute the fact that He suffered the scourging in Pilate’s Judgment Hall in order to bear sicknesses and pains for His people. In reality, these churches should only offer the cup since they only recognize a one-dimensional atonement. They do not believe Divine Healing is a purchased provision of the blood covenant of Jesus Christ. Unfortunately, they fail to accept this powerful portion of God’s benefit of healing as an established redemptive FACT represented by the bread of the Sacrament.

After one is convinced that a provision has been made, the challenge is to discover how to obtain that provision. This may be the greatest obstacle for the believer. The question rages, “How do I get what Christ got for me?” It is the intention of this treatise to assist you in understanding how to receive what has already been declared as belonging to you. Christ did not come to tease but to redeem. King Tantalus may have been the ultimate jokester and prankster, but Christ’s mission was not to tantalize you with unrealistic hopes and dreams. He came to “…destroy the works (sin, sickness, poverty, etc.) of the devil”. (See I John 3:8)

The Bible firmly documents the saving and healing ministry of Jesus. The references used herein are just a brief corroboration of the plenary presentation by the Holy Spirit in God’s Word. But, for the Christian, one does not need more evidence that Christ heals. People need an understanding of HOW to become recipients of His provision.  Christians are confident in the Bible verse that states, “By His stripes we were healed” (I Peter 2:24). Unfortunately, they are far from confident in knowing how to get those stripes to work for them.

The Bible records various ways in which people can be healed.  It portrays healing as coming by the laying on of hands, by the Word being spoken, by music, by the application of oil, by casting out a spirit of sickness, as well as other methods. However, the predominate way that healing was manifested during Christ’s earthly ministry was BY THE FAITH OF THE ONE SEEKING HEALING. It is may be surprising to note that, in 12 of the 19 individual cases of healing by Jesus recorded in the Gospels, He indicated that it was “THEIR FAITH” that had made THEM whole”. This means that in over 63% of the healings by Christ, the individual initiated the miracle by the operation of their faith in God.

It was not a sovereign act of God that produced their healing. It was not because of the Deity of Jesus and it was not the faith of Christ that produced healing for these who were sick and diseased. It was accomplished by their faith! Their healing came because of their faith.
 A common request made when one is ill is for God to intervene and do something miraculous. When this does not happen immediately faith can waver, hopes diminish and one may dissolve into a pit of fatalism or, the “Whatever will be will be”, rationale. 

There is an interesting parallel to this perspective of fatalism presented in John, Chapter 5. A man who had been lame for 38 years was taken to the Pool of Bethesda and waited daily for God to intervene and do something spectacular. The Bible says that, at a certain time, an angel would come down and stir up the water. No one knew when this would happen or if it would ever happen again. However, the belief was that the first one who stepped into the pool would be healed from whatever infirmity he had. All eyes were riveted on the water to see if and when it would become turbulent. Healing only came to the first one in the pool. All others were denied their healing until the angel returned and this phenomenon was repeated

When Jesus came to the pool, he asked the lame man if he wanted to be healed. After telling Jesus he had no one to assist him into the water, Jesus re-directed his focus from the water to His word. Jesus conveyed an eternal truth when He showed the man that, whereas ONLY THE FIRST ONE could get healed by the water, ANYONE could get healed by the Word.

 Christ’s ministry is not described in the Bible as being one of preaching, teaching and consoling the disappointed. He came to HEAL. God sent His Word to heal the sick. Jesus did not go by the pool that day so He could show the lame man how to predict angelic appearances or how to stake out a place closer to the water. He was sent by His Father on a mission of healing, with a message about healing.

The message of Jesus was that God’s Word is readily available anytime not just at special times. The water may heal someone, sometime if they are in the right place at the right time. However, God’s Word will heal everyone all the time! Instead of trying to step into the water, one needs to PLUNGE into God’s Word. His words are your medicine. This means the Word of God is your greatest weapon in your war on disease.

God has plainly stated what He wants to happen in our life. He says in III John, Verse 2 that He wants us to prosper and be in health even as our soul prospers. Could He be more direct or emphatic in His desires for His children?  Could He have intervened any more than He did by sending Jesus to suffer in Pilate’s Judgment Hall for our sicknesses and diseases? If Jesus PAID for our healing, what else can God do to intervene for us? The provision of healing belongs to us now! It has been “signed, sealed and delivered” in the Courts of Heaven as a benefit rightly belonging to the Body of Christ (See Ps. 103:3). As the Church, we must learn how to appropriate the faith that Christ has produced in us, in order to receive the healing that He has procured for us.

The following is an account from Dr. Lilian B. Yeomans’ ministry to the sick during the early 1900’s in America. It shows us how one’s faith really works in producing healing. This was before the days of TV, the Internet and scores of other distractions that divert our attention away from God. Today, we use these things as sedatives to ease the emotional and physical distresses of disease. You will never read nor hear of a sedative healing anyone. If our healing is to come from God by faith, then our time should be spent strengthening our faith, not sedating our senses.

Even though Dr. Yeomans’ books may be difficult to find, the recollections of her ministry live on.  One such memory of her has survived down through the years. You will be blessed and inspired as you read the account of HOW she was able to see many helpless and hopeless people experience the healing power of Christ in their life. 
Dr. Lilian B. Yeomans was a medical doctor who was born and raised in Canada. She moved to the United States with her parents who were both physicians. In her mid-forties, Dr Yeomans practiced medicine in a large hospital in New York City. Under the pressure of her work she began to take stimulants and narcotics to energize herself. She became a hopeless drug addict. Soon other complications set in and she was told she would die.

One day an old gentleman she met told her about God’s ability to heal. She knew about medical healing but she had no knowledge of Divine Healing. He asked if he could pray with her. She said that she must pray first to get things right with God. She had known Him when she was young but had drifted away over the years and had shut Him out of her life. She spent most of that night in prayer and fellowship with God getting back on “speaking terms” with Him.

The next day she asked the gentleman to pray for her healing and she was healed by the power of God. She was so impacted by that experience that she quit her medical practice and spent the rest of her life preaching, teaching and practicing the gift of Divine Healing. She became an Assemblies of God minister and evangelist.

Dr. Yeomans and her sister, Amy, were both physicians. They purchased a beautiful home in southern California and turned it into a “Faith Home”. They would take patients into their home and get them healed by God’s power, not medical science. Their method was simple: teach people the Word of God on healing. It was not done by supernatural manifestations of the Holy Spirit (I Cor.12: 9-11). God doing something extraordinary as a sovereign act of His power did not accomplish it. These people were all healed because they learned to initiate their own healing on the basis of faith in the Word of God.

In Dr. Yeomens’ day Tuberculosis was the number two killer in America. All of these TB cases were terminal. As soon as one patient left, there were more to take their place in the Faith Home. One day a particular lady was brought in and carried upstairs to a waiting bedroom. As was her custom, Dr Yeomans sat down by her bed and told the patient to fold her hands, close her eyes and lie still while she read the Bible to her.

Dr. Yeomens had every scripture on Divine Healing marked in her Bible. For two hours she read these scriptures to the tubercular patient. She then read Deuteronomy 28 and Galatians 3 in their entirety. She continued to read them over and over to the woman many times. She then read just Deut. 28:61 and Galatians 3:13.

Next, Dr. Yeomans prescribed the remedy to the woman that would change her life. She told her that every waking moment she was to say, “According to Deuteronomy 28:61, sickness and disease are a curse of the Law.  Tuberculosis is a curse of the Law. But, according to Galatians 3:13, Christ has redeemed me from the curse of the Law. Therefore, I no longer have TB.”  

The woman replied that she did not understand that at all. Dr. Yeomans told her that it was all right. “Just say what I told you to say”. The woman reluctantly complied and started saying what Dr. Yeomans had prescribed for her to say.

The next morning Dr. Yeomans and Amy fed the patients breakfast. They asked this particular woman if she had been saying what she was told to say or speaking her confession of faith from God’s Word. (Notice, they did not ask her how she felt). The patient said it was as though she did not sleep but ten minutes all night. She said she must have said her prescription 10,000 times and it still did not mean a thing to her. She said she still did not understand it. They told her that was all right and to continue saying it over and over again every waking moment.

Dr. Yeomans was attempting to teach these patients that, if they would pursue Divine Healing, as they should, it would become evident in their life. Too many people are “half-hearted” about their recovery. They want God to do it all for them while they go on thinking and participating in other things with a business as usual attitude. In these cases the Word will have very little impact on them. The sick must get serious and passionate about their healing for their faith to work for them and healing to be manifested.

On the third day, Dr. Yeomans went to this lady’s room and read the scriptures on Divine Healing to her for over an hour. She asked the patient if she was still saying what she was instructed to say. The lady replied that she was but that it did not mean any more to her then that it had when she started. She said, “I’m still not getting anything out of it”. Dr. Yeomans told her to just keep saying it.

Later that morning as Dr. Yeomans and Amy were washing breakfast dishes, they heard someone upstairs shouting. This was followed by footsteps and soon the lady rushed up to them yelling at the top of her voice, “Dr Yeomans, did you know that I no longer have TB?” 

“Yes”, Dr. Yeomans replied. “I’ve been trying to tell you that for three days.”

The woman was healed from a deadly disease that was destroying her body. In three days the Word of God healed her. Her life went from “HOPELESS” TO “HEALED” in less than 72 hours. It pays to trust the Word and use our faith for our healing.

What happened to this woman? She was taught HOW to energize her faith and initiate the healing that Christ had provided. She finally got God’s Word on Healing into her spirit. This is when and where the Word started to work for her. The Word of God, in her head, did very little good. However, the Word in her heart became “health (or medicine) to all of her flesh” (Proverbs 4:22). When the Word becomes alive in your spirit, it will then become medicine to all your flesh.
The Reverend W.H. Turner in his book, “Five Thousand Years of Healing” printed in 1947, shares this account of the Scottish Revivalist, John Welch. It seems that a young man he knew suffered a terrible illness for quite some time and then died. Welch drew upon his faith in God’s Word and began to pray for the deceased young man. The by-standers were amazed at Welch’s persistence in prayer. He prayed for 48 continuous hours for life to come back into the dead body. When the friends and family finally prevailed upon Welch to allow them to take “the cold, dead body for burial”, he begged for them to give him one more hour. At the end of that hour, Welch summoned the family into the room where the young man, alive and strong, greeted his “mourners”. 

It took 49 hours but he was restored to life. Was it worth it? I am sure the young man and his family thought it was. How many Christians today would spend half that amount of time getting their loved ones healed or restored to life? This probably answers the question that so many ask about why God is not working like He used to work. Could it be because the Church is not exercising their faith and prayer as they did in former days? The conclusion seems obvious.

This story gives another insight into HOW we can obtain the provisions Christ has purchased for us. Too many of us give up before we see the manifestation of God’s Word. If He promised that His Word would accomplish what He purposed it to accomplish then the ONLY variable is the timing of the accomplishment. God did not tell us that healing would be manifested instantaneously but He did tell us His Word would always accomplish His purpose of healing. The “known” is that faith works; the “unknown” is when we will see the manifestation of its work. But that is God’s business, not our’s. Our responsibility is to stand, not understand 
(Mark 4:27).

God has already intervened for His people in matters of Salvation and Healing. He told us Who (Himself), What (Healing) and How (Faith in His Word) we can receive all the promises and provisions Christ has procured for His Church. “How” is no longer the mystery of our Kingdom blessings.

Are you ready to tenaciously take the battle to the enemy by declaring God’s prescription for your healing every waking moment?  Here is your confession of faith:
“According to Deuteronomy 28:61, ___       name illness_______ is a curse of the Law. 

  But according to Galatians 3:13, Christ has redeemed me from the curse of the Law.       

  Therefore, I no longer have   ________name illness______________.”
