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When the Apostle James asked if there were any sick at Church that day, it probably never occurred to him what an escalation of illnesses society would experience. The Bible lists about sixteen diseases in the 4,000 years of history it covers. From the Garden of Eden until the end of the First Century A.D., there was seldom mentioned any new diseases that were becoming pandemic problems for humanity.

In the 2,000 years since the closing chapters of The Revelation were written, medical science has now been able to identify hundreds of new diseases, with more being added annually. Disease is running rampant in the world and multitudes die daily from its ravages. Viruses and Bacteria are reproducing faster than medicine can find ways to contain them. Old, trusted remedies are proving ineffective against these new strains of infection. 

In response to the growing occurrences and magnitude of disease, Physicians have instituted a procedure of bombarding these diseases with massive doses of high-powered medicine. They believe that by giving “mega doses” of the prescribed medication they can stop the progress of the disease and begin the curing process. The idea behind this therapy is to get the problem under control, then contain it or eradicate it, if possible. This has been done so frequently that, now, it is considered part of the conventional wisdom of Medical Science.

This proliferation in the number of illnesses and diseases did not catch our God by surprise. He is not a reactionary God responding to the latest wiles of the devil. When there were only sixteen diseases known to man, He provided a cure for all of them. In His infinite foreknowledge, He even opened the door of insight to show us that more diseases would be forthcoming as humanity continued to disregard Him and His instructions (Deuteronomy 28:61). Sadly, this has become evident.

In this world with all of its accumulated superior knowledge, science has not been able to eradicate disease. The reason for this is because disease is not primarily a physical problem but a spiritual one. Disease’s origin is depicted in Scripture as a result of disobedience to God’s Word. Disease was not designed to be a human eventuality, but revealed to be a consequence of sin. 

Because of the sin of Adam, our Federal Head, Satan was allowed to assume a position of authority over man. This authority brought sin, sickness and poverty into God’s perfect creation. These diabolical conditions are referred to as “the curse of the law” in Deuteronomy 28. However, God made provision for the restoration of His design, and the deliverance of His creation as Galatians 3:13 tells us. There Paul states, “Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law.” 

Satan’s curse cannot be cured by drugs. Pharmaceuticals are impotent against the curse of the law. Thankfully, medicine can help with some ailments but it is woefully inadequate in dealing with some of Satan’s weapons of mass destruction. What society needs is a panacea that is more powerful than his pandemic attack upon humanity. We need a “Super-drug”... a prescription that can be taken in mega doses that will assault every problem and obliterate every condition with all of their attendant symptoms. What we need is something more powerful than the disease. We need a spiritual tonic that can seek out and destroy the source of the disease. 

There is only one medicine that has worldwide effectiveness. There is only one prescription that can be taken by every person on earth regardless of age, gender, ethnicity, social standing or academic accomplishments. Thankfully, it is not price-regulated by the pharmaceutical industry, and there is no need for a generic substitute. The only universal remedy, available upon request, is found in God’s Medicine Chest.

Proverbs 4: 20-23 says, “My son, attend to my words; incline thine ear unto my sayings. Let them not depart from thine eyes; keep them in the midst of thine heart. For they are life unto those that find them, and health (lit ‘medicine’) to all their flesh. Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life.”  

God tells us His Word is a “Medicine Chest” filled with the perfect prescriptions to cure the sicknesses and diseases of mankind. No matter what the diagnosis is, the prognosis is “life and health” through the ingesting of the Word of God. His Words are “Gos-pills” that will eradicate all disease when taken properly.
